Academic Honesty

All Colorado Technical University students are expected to conform to the accepted standards of academic honesty.  Any clear violations of these standards, such as cheating, violating copyright laws, or plagiarism are handled promptly, firmly, privately, and fairly by the Professor.  The Professor will promptly notify the Director of Education of the discovery of the incident.

First-time violations may result in an “F” being assigned for the course in which the violation occurs and the placement of a letter in the student’s file.  A second violation may result in dismissal from the University.

The student may appeal any decision to the Chancellor who will render a final decision after appropriate investigation.

Cheating

Cheating shall be defined as:

· Copying to any extent the work of another student

· Intentionally assisting another student during an examination

· Having access to material related to an examination during the examination

· Possessing or having access to unauthorized copies of an examination

· Departing from any stated examination conditions

Plagiarism

The American Heritage Dictionary defines plagiarism as “To appropriate passages or ideas from another and use them as one’s own.”

Plagiarism involves:

· Submitting another person’s work, from any source (Internet, book, journal, periodical, etc.), as one’s own

· Submitting work from any source that is not properly acknowledged by footnote, bibliography, or reference within a paper

· Submitting work pieced together from phrases and/or sentences from various sources with-out acknowledgment

· Submitting work with another person’s phrase(s) rearranged without acknowledgement

· Submitting work that uses any phrase, sentence, or stylistic mannerism without acknowledgment

· Omitting quotation marks from any directly quoted material

· Failure to use three dots (…) to indicate omission of one or more words
· Any other actions deemed to be plagiarism by the faculty
